Hide weekend shadings 

By default, the calendar is set to 5 day working (Monday to Friday) and all the weekends will be shaded.

HOW TO USE ..

By default, the calendar is set to 5 day working (Monday to Friday) and all the weekends will be shaded with diagonal green stripes.
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To hide them, select the FORMAT menu TIMESCALE and TICK the WEEKENDS box below 
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Note.  It is very rare you would hide the Holiday shadings.

When you hide holidays, you lose a line where the week finishes. You can add a weekly gridline.  Select the FORMAT menu GRIDLINES. By clicking on the relevant down arrows, choose the options below on the top line and then click on OK.
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This will place a vertical line at the end of each week.
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Important – Caution.

There is an option to turn off the shadings for weekends in the OPTIONS menu CALENDAR. Do not use this option to hide weekends, as it still allocates 7 days in the week and for a bar that starts on Monday and ends on Friday the bar will take up 5 sevenths of the week.
