How to enter Task Start and End dates.

HOW TO USE ..

Project Commander defaults to the BASIC VIEW
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In order to type in a task, normally you type START DATE & DURATION; the FINISH DATE is calculated using the calendar. When you type in a START DATE, the system assumes the default  DURATION  is 1 day (1d).

The other rules in this View are ….

If you key in a FINISH DATE, the DURATION stays the same and the START DATE is re-calculated using the calendar.

If the START is edited, the DURATION stays the same and the FINISH DATE is re-calculated using the calendar.

If the DURATION is edited, the START DATE stays the same and the FINISH DATE is re-calculated using the calendar.

If you require to simply enter a START DATE & FINISH DATE  (and not DURATION), go to the VIEW menu, TASK DATES.

If  you now enter a START or FINISH DATE below, the DURATION is recalculated.
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Note: If you know only the Start & End Date of a task and not the Duration, you can draw a bar direct on to the chart by dragging the mouse and the Duration will be worked out automatically.
