Project Commander  HINTS & TIPS
Use a Unique Activity Number for tasks as well as an ID  

Sometimes when you issue a programme, then if you insert new tasks, you may want to refer to the tasks using a number/reference other then the ID, since the  ID number associated with an existing task will change when rows are inserted.

HOW TO USE ..

There is a column called ACTIVITY NO. that can hold an alphanumeric reference for each task – in addition to the ID Number or as a replacement.

This column can be inserted into any View or Report and it will retained in the that project when the file is saved.
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To insert the column, click on any column heading on the chart or ID. Then select the EDIT menu INSERT COLUMNS.

On the TYPE  (at the top), click on the DOWN ARROW and scroll down the alphabetic list of all the fields in Project Commander and select ACTIVITY NO.
If you want to hide the ID column, click on the ID column heading and then select the EDIT menu HIDE COLUMN
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Note: The ACTIVITY NO column is not present in any of the normal views, so would need to be inserted.

Important.

If you hide the ID column (or Row No column) some options such as copy and paste whole task data.
