Save Microsoft Project files

Project Commander version 7 can open Microsoft Project MPP files saved by Microsoft Project 2000, 2002,2003 and 2007 (not MSP 98 and earlier).

However Project Commander cannot save MPP files. It can save a MPX file that can be read by Microsoft Project.
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If you save a Project Commander file as MPX- it will open in Microsoft Project 2007 but the following option must be changed in Microsoft Project – TOOLS menu OPTIONS and in the SECURITY tab, click the option below …..
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The details of which fields are saved into the MPX file can be found on the HELP menu SUPPORT MATERIAL and MPX INFORMATION.
